Dance Theatre company classes average 9+ hours a week, plus a minimum of 4 hours
of rehearsal for each dance I'm personally choreographing. Supervision of all other
dances, critiques of student work, coordination of production details (sound, lights,
costumes, publicity, etc.) can run over 25 hours a week. Currently there are 23 company
members.

Dance Theatre attends the American College Dance Association (ACDA) each year and
| supervise all arrangements including transportation and lodging and serve as technical
director for our performances. | also often teach a master class for the participants at the
festival. | was involved in the planning and organization of Miami’s participation in March
2025 at Grand Valley State University. 18 dancers plus myself attended. In the aftermath
of COVID, | was on a committee that worked with the guidelines established by Grand
Valley, the host for 2025, and came up with a solution for safe, in person conferences for
all 13 Regions of the organization.

Collaborations with dance professionals continue through the Dance Theatre guest
Choreographer program. Each semester the company brings 2-3 guest choreographers
to campus to set dances on the company. This is a marvelous way for company
members to work with dance professionals, some alumni, most not. | work with them
closely when they are on campus and most stay in my home to save costs. The
program is partially funded with funds through our Patron Program and partially from
Miami’s Associated Student Government, ASG, where Dance Theatre receives funds
once each semester. The collaborations are also a way for me to spend time with
colleagues in dance at many different stages in their career. But they are also very time
consuming as while they are in rehearsal, I'm in the studio with them.

A Dance Theatre Newsletter is continued for all Alumni and Friends, an issue each
semester. Some are mailed, but it has moved predominately to a digital format. |
supervise a Journalism student who assumes the role of Editor. Currently it is Taylor
Morgan, a Journalism major. | meet with her and guide the process from a timeline we
establish.



The Dance Theatre Patron Program, established in 1990, continues under my
supervision. The donations go to sustain Company expenses, the Grace Clapp Dome
Dance Scholarship, ACDA expenses and another emergency account. Donors are from
the Oxford and Miami communities as well as numerous alumni, parents of the dancers
and friends.

The Miami Synchronized Skating Teams take much time and attention. | spend about 4
hours a week with them in off-ice class instruction (2 teams plus sometimes the Open
Collegiate Team as well) and about 5-6 hours a week on ice. | also work with them
during Miami’s Breaks.

The University Lecture Series, which | direct, presents 4 major lectures each academic
year. Each lecture includes a seminar with invited students, faculty and staff, a media
event with Miami University Media specifically, an invited dinner for about 20-22
participants, the lecture, followed by a Question-and-Answer session, and an open
reception. From the initial decision of who to bring, working with agents from major
talent agencies in the US, specifically American Program Bureau (APB), to the securing
of the contract and dealing with the Miami University attorney as well as the client’s
representative, designing the printed publicity materials, and overseeing our social
media accounts, is very time consuming. Our funding, which comes from the university,
has increased a bit each year. The reports | write to secure additional funds and the
sometimes meetings with the university’s attorney, are also a necessary part of the
committee chair's work. Now with HB1 in effect, there are many more complications.

The collaboration with the Intercommunity Regulatory Commission (ICRC), a cable TV
station in Cincinnati that has been filming Dance Theatre, using a 3 or 4 camera shoot,
is ongoing for over 30 years. For the last 9 years we have also been working closely
with Talawanda High School in Oxford. Andy Zimmerman, a media teacher at the high
school, secures some of his production students to run the cameras during the live
filming. One of our concerts is currently being broadcast in the greater Cincinnati area
about 5-6 times each week. The concerts are also posted on ICRC’s website so others
can easily view them as well. ICRC has entered our concerts in National competitions
for artistic filming and, on several occasions; they have won first place nationally,
bringing recognition to the dancers and Miami University.
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
